Students will live 
and study together on the campus of Schwarzman College, a newly-built, state-
of-the-art facility, where all classes will be taught in English. Students will 
pursue degrees in one of three disciplines: Public Policy, Economics and 
Business, or International Studies.

The scholarship provides: tuition, fees, room and board, travel to and from 
Beijing at the beginning and end of the academic year, an in-country study 
tour, required course books and supplies, a Lenovo laptop and smartphone, 
health insurance, and a modest personal stipend.
