NEW COURSE SPRING 2011
ACR 838: Participatory Modes of InquiryWednesdays 3-4:50pm
Kimberly Chung, Department of CARRS

This course provides an in-depth, graduate-level exploration of the nature of participatory inquiry.
The course surveys the major streams of literature that constitute the fields of participatory and action
research (hereafter referred to as participatory inquiry), with particular emphasis on identifying the
differences across these literatures, their worldviews, theoretical foundations, fields of application, and
points of emphasis within their practice. Throughout the course studentsare expected to consider
how the various approaches to participatory inquiry coincide or conflict with their current
epistemological and methodological views. Students are asked to consider how they might
incorporate participatory approaches into their personal and professional lives. The format of the
course is varied and includes mini-lectures, discussion, group work, and individual and collective
reflection.

The course is designed as a two-credit survey of the literature, with emphasis placed on comparison
of the various approaches and understanding the practical applications of associated principles. There
is no field component to the course. Students wishing togain hands-on experience in facilitating
group processes should considering taking the companion course, Facilitative Leadership (1 credit,
Summer 2011).
