IAH 251A- Topics in Area Studies and Multicultural
Civilizations: Focus on Southern Africa

This two-credit course will meet twice a week during the
first half of Spring semester of 2007: January 8 - February
28, 2007. Mon. 6:30 pm - 7:20 pm, Wed. 6:30 pm - 8:50
pm, Rm. 110 Berkey Hall. The course will count toward

the second IAH requirement. Students who have already

This course investigates con-
temporary issues in the southern Africa region through the
media of film, literature and lecture.

PLS 950: Research Seminar in Comparative Poli-
tics: Political Islam in Comparative Perspective

The seminar will begin by posing the question: Is there one
political Islam or are there many? It will analyze in some
details the historical background to the phenomenon now
called political Islam. This will include discussions about the
nature of the relationship between state and the religious
classes during the classical period of Islam as well the use
of Islam as an ideology of resistance against European
colonial domination. It will analyze the writings of leading
Islamist thinkers of the 19th and 20th century, such as al-
Afghani, Mawdudi, al-Banna, Qutb, and Khomeini. Finally,
it will explore manifestations of political Islam, both in terms
of ideology and political action, in leading Muslim countries,
such as Egypt, Turkey, Iran, Saudi Arabia, Pakistan, and
Indonesia. Students will have the opportunity both to review
the analytical and historical literature and to undertake
research on the interaction of religion and politics in discrete
countries in the Muslim world.
