HM 550 or LAW 548W: International Law and Eth-
ics of Human Subjects Research
Gerald S. Schatz, Tuesdays 7:45pm - 9:45pm, College of 
Law Building
Around the world researchers in the biomedical and 
behavioral and social sciences study people to under-
stand and counter the world’s disease burden, especially 
in resource-poor countries, and to understand people’s 
troubles, beliefs, behavior, and hopes. Research on human 
beings incurs special ethical and legal responsibilities. This 
seminar brings together scholars and researchers from 
many fields to foster interdisciplinary understanding of the 
substance and interrelationships of law, particularly inter-
national law, and ethics in the protection of human subjects 
of transnational biomedical and behavioral research. This 
seminar is for medical and law students, graduate students, 
faculty, professionals, practitioners, researchers, research 
administrators, international scholars, and other interested 
individuals from the many fields involved directly or indi-
rectly in international research.

National Science Foundation Graduate Research

NSF is soliciting proposals for GRF awards for 2009; ap-
plication deadlines cluster at the beginning of November 
2008 and vary by field. These grants provide three years 
of “early-stage” support for graduate students seeking 
research-based master’s or doctoral degrees in science, 
technology, engineering and math (STEM) disciplines, 
including the social sciences. The funds granted for each 
student per year total $40,500, including $10,500 for 
tuition. The program expects to award between 900 and 
1,600 fellowship grants in FY 09, with total available funds 
estimated between $36.5 and $65 million. Awards will be 
granted in late March, 2009. Eligibility is limited to U.S. 
citizens, nationals, or permanent resident aliens.

Danta: Association for Conservation of the Tropics 
Courses Abroad
Danta announces a Primate Behavior and Conservation 
Field Course to be held in Costa Rica from December 28, 
2008 to January 17, 2009. The course is intended for un-
dergraduates or early graduate level students who are very 
interested in tropical biology, but have little or no experi-
ence of working in a tropical environment. Participants may 
enroll on either a credit or non-credit basis. The course will 
be held at El Zota Biological Field Station in North-eastern 
Costa Rica. The course is designed to provide students with 
training in primate behavior, ecology and conservation in a 
field setting. During the first half of the course, students will 
learn how to (1) collect data on the behavior of free-ranging 
primates, (2) measure environmental variables, including 
assessment of resource availability, and (3) estimate popu-
lation size. In the second half of the course, in consultation 
with the instructor, each student carries out an independent 
research project. Students in the past have investigated 
such topics as play behavior, feeding ecology, positional 
behavior, and parasitology in the mantled howler monkey, 
white-faced capuchin, and black-handed spider monkey. 
Students will be involved in applied conservation during a 
4 day field trip to Puerto Viejo on Costa Rica’s Caribbean 
coast. The cost of the course is $1850, and includes all with-
in-country transportation, room and board, and expenses 
for a 4 day field trip.  It does NOT include your international 
flight, academic credit, airport taxes ($26), accommoda-
tion and meals for the first and last nights in San Jose. The 
deadline for registration is December 1, 2008. Enrollment is 
limited to 25 participants.

Ecotravel Experience

The trip includes a visit to two active volcanoes, Volcan 
Poas and Volcan Arenal, a day trip the hot springsin For-
tuna, and dolphin viewing during a 3 night stay at Manuel-
Antonio National Park on Costa Rica’s Pacific coast.
