He re-
ceived his Ph.D. in modern Europe-
an cultural and intellectual history
from the University of Wisconsin
where he studied with George L.
Mosse. He taught at St. Lawrence
University from 1975 until 1988.
He has authored and edited four
books including The Modern Jew-
ish Experience in World Cinema
(Brandeis University Press: 2011)
and Projecting the Holocaust into
the Present: The Changing Focus of
Contemporary Holocaust Cinema
(Rowman and Littlefield: 2005).
He served as the historian and as
an interviewer for Sam and Pearl
Oliner’s The Altruistic Personality:
Rescuers of Jews in Nazi Europe.
In 2006 he delivered the keynote

address for Yad Vashem’s first
conference devoted to Hollywood
and the Holocaust. His contri-
bution to Holocaust Studies was
profiled in Fifty Key Thinkers on the
Holocaust and Genocide (Rout-
ledge: 2010). In the fall Semester
of 2015, he served as the Ida King
Distinguished Visiting Professor of
Holocaust and Genocide Studies at
the Richard Stockton University of
New Jersey.

Requirements

Students must complete 6 credits and meet the
following proficiency and international experiences:

1. GSAH 850: Seminar on Global Theories and Concepts
in the Arts and Humanities (3 credits)

2. One graduate-level course (of at least 3 credits) offered outside of
the student’s home program that addresses global issues or

themes. The course is chosen in consultation with the student’s
primary advisor and approved by the Director of the Global Studies in
the Arts and Humanities program.

3. Completion of an international experience through participation

in a study abroad program, an approved internship with a global
dimension, or research expenence. The expenence is chosen by the
student in consultation with their pnmary advisor and approved by
the Director of the Global Studies in the Arts and Humanities
program.

4. Demonstration of oral proficiency in a language beyond one that
is required by the student’s degree program. Demonstrating oral
proficiency in a language that only reading proficiency is required
by the student's degree program can also meet this requirement.
Students can meet this requirement by:
a) Successful completion of an appropnate language
course at the 400-evel or above, or
b) Completion of an oral proficiency exam conducted by
the Center for Language Teaching Advancement
(CelTA).
